Santa Monica Pier 

The World-Famous Santa Monica Pier is 2 blocks east. A Southern California landmark since 1909, 

the historic pier is open year-round with no admission charge. Featuring a Ferris wheel, roller-

coaster, arcade, aquarium, fishing areas, 5 restaurants, various food vendors and a fully restored 

vintage carousel, the pier is an ideal place to spend a lively evening or a relaxing day.  

Over the years this aesthetically rich site has also been the setting for countless film and television 

projects. With its boardwalk and wide sandy beach lined by the picturesque cliffs that border Pacific 

Coast Highway, Santa Monica Pier is as strikingly beautiful as it is entertaining. The pier’s landmark 

entrance is the west coast spot where Tom Hanks ran to in Forest Gump, and its carousel was the 

site where Paul Newman and Robert Redford put the final touches on their con in The Sting.  

In addition to its main attractions, Santa Monica Pier hosts a wide variety of special events 

throughout the year. From outdoor movie screenings and children’s concerts to wine tastings and 

cooking demonstrations, the pier provides the perfect combination of entertainment and culture.
